This
simple and sacred ritual can take five minutes or thirty minutes depending on your circumstances. Additional and
altemative blessings have been included here for you to select from each week.

Kavannah: We are mindful that we prepare ourselves to stand before the Shechinah, the Presence of
God. We try to remove all distracting thoughts and give kavannah (concentration & intention) to as many
of our words as possible. On a deeper level it is almost as if we are asking Hashem to “pray through us,"
so that it is God who opens our lips and speaks through us.

Oh Gan, as | stand before You | ask for strength and courage.
